If you don’t fulfill the requirements, you wont get all the marks.

Each week, read the textbook and write a paragraph under each of these headings: 

1. What’s New? Describe one thing in the chapter that was new to you, i.e. that you learned from reading it. Explain clearly what you learned simply and clearly, as if to someone who did not know anything about RAD.
2. What’s Useful? Describe the one most useful advice from the “Best Practices”. Again explain it simply and clearly as if to someone who did not know anything about RAD.
3. What not to do!  State your biggest Don’t Do This from the Case Study, 
4. Key Points Summary Summarize, using numbered statements, the key points of the weeks readings in your own words. Do not explain them! Each point should be an English sentence, i.e. contain a verb. Note that a single word is not a sentence. Use your own words - you get no points for copying McConnell’s headings.
Personally submit this report in class as a printed, stapled copy with your name on it. What you write should be focused, useful, valid and clear, and will be used in that lesson. 

Grading:

To get all the points for that week you must:

· Use the given headings (it makes my grading easier) and have your name on it.
· Submit printed copy in class and participate in the class discussion about the readings. 

· Write as if to someone who has not read the book

· Present the report in acceptable format, including no obvious spelling/grammar errors. Everything you write must be an English sentence. 

· Length: 1- 3 printed pages (no more!).

· You lose 10% for each requirement not met

· Students who submit but do not attend the discussion (or attend the discussion but do not submit) lose 50% of the participation points.
