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CIS270 ASSIGNMENT 2. Web Site Analysis

This assignment is done individually. Read the requirements carefully to get a good grade.
1. Aim. Students will create a single HTML file web page that presents:

a. Three uncommon web sites you recommend, and why, 
b. Three uncommon sites you don’t recommend, and why, and 
c. One uncommon site you think could be useful to others.

The sites are your personal choice, but you must use sites that no-one else uses. If you use class example sites, or the NJIT site, you will lose points! Choose sites no-one else is likely to have chosen (e.g. not Yahoo, MTV, Disney, etc, etc).

2. HTML techniques. Students will demonstrate the following HTML techniques: 
a. Headers. Use at least three different HTML header types to structure the document. Use a horizontal line at least three times to structure your document and create space.
b. Text styles. Use bold and italics to improve meaningfulness (not including header use). 
c. Internal Links. Provide a Table of Contents to navigate your document at the top, with internal links that move the reader to that part when clicked on, and other links that move the reader back to the top.
d. Background. Set a background of either a texture, a color or an image that is appropriate. 

e. Numbered List of Links. Provide a numbered list of your three recommended sites. Make each item in the list link directly to the site. 
f. Unnumbered List of links. Provide an unnumbered list of your three not recommended sites. Make each item in the list link directly to the site. 
g. Tables. Provide a summary table at the end of your web site. List the six web sites, give the key reasons, and write recommended or not recommended beside each.  
h. Link to Graphics. Show several graphics in your document. To do this, download a graphic file from the Internet, include it with your submitted assignment, and provide an inline link to it in your document. DO NOT link to an Internet URL to get the graphic (as it may not be available when we grade). 
NOTE: ALL graphics you provide in this assignment and the next must be done as inline links, not online links. Failure to do this is –5%.
i. Graphic link. For the site you recommend to others as useful, provide a graphic that when you click on it, takes the user to the site. Also give the name of the site in text, a briefly why it is useful. For example you could use a graphic screen shot of the site. 
To copy a whole web site screen use PrtScn, and paste into an application like Netscape Composer, and then save the image in jpeg format. Then load into a graphic editor and save at a reduced size (or the file may be too large). In HTML, make sure the graphic is a useful readable size, but should not fill the whole screen.
j. E-mail link. Include a link for people to email you, so clicking sends you an email. 
k. Grader Signposts. Where you satisfy each of the above requirements, place a signpost for the grader as an HTML comment of the form ASG2-REQUIREMENT2x, where x is the above paragraph reference, e.g. At the line where you use headers comment ASG2- REQUIREMENT2a. Graders have been directed to only award points if signposted this way. (i.e. NO SIGNPOST – NO POINTS) 
3. Content and Presentation. 

a. Content. Using the ideas of this course so far, effectively explain why each site is recommended or not. Provide text that gives good reasons for your analysis. NOTE: Your reasons must be based on the site design, not its content, e.g. you will get zero points for recommending a site about guitars because you like guitars. You will also get no points for vague “reasons” based on your own reactions, like “This site is good because it is interesting”, or “The colors are exciting and attractive”. Give reasons not personal opinions. It needs to be useful to someone like a programmer who wants to improve it.  
b. Presentation. Your page should look interesting and appealing, and avoid common problems like boredom or information overload. Use appropriate graphics, at least one for each site, to illustrate and emphasize your points. Graphics must add value to the text – no points for pointless graphics. Layout is important – use space. Add color for effect. State initially what your site is about. The title should attract interest to read on.
4. General Requirements. Students are not to reference offensive material. The created document must be a single HTML file. Call this file firstname-lastname-asg2.html. If your name is Tom Davis, create a file called Tom-Davis-Asg2.html.  Your text should not contain spelling errors. All links must work. Your page must work in both Netscape and Explorer. 

5. Deliverables In class students submit:

a. A stapled printout of the web site.  It should be 1-4 pages printed.

b. Your  HTML source code as a stapled printout 

c. Your HTML source file, plus additional graphics or other files, on a virus-free floppy disk, zip disk or CD. There must be no other files on the submitted disk or CD.

All material MUST HAVE IDENTIFICATION (see syllabus #13).

         For DL students submit 

a. A single zipped file containing all your files into the online box named assignment 2. Note that if you submit elsewhere you will lose 5% and still have to submit it again correctly.

Be sure to check all necessary files (e.g. graphics files) and check that all your links work! (make sure you use relative or inline links). It is your responsibility to check this. 

6. Grading. Out of 100. Get 7 points for each of the 10 requirements if fully satisfied. 30 points for content and presentation. Five points taken off for each clearly stated requirement not met (e.g. spelling errors). Content and Presentation is 30%. Bonus points: 5% for using uncommon web sites that no-one else uses.
NOTE: 70% of this assignment is for mechanical HTML, and 30% for content and presentation – in assignment 3 these percentages are reversed!
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
